· When submitting copies of handwritten documentation, please scan these in PDF format if possible.  There are apps such as Microsoft Lens that you can use to scan paper-based documents from a phone or tablet, which will save files as a PDF.
· By submitting your assessment task, you certify that the assessment task is your own work.  You must not copy, share or combine answers with other students.  Please refer to the Playcentre Education Student Handbook for further explanation.

· At least one relevant link to Te Whāriki that reflects the emergent learning you have identified for the tamaiti child.
