White gesso

Charcoal, (willow sticks)

Flat palette (essential for oil paint) either wood or plastic

Palette knife or “painting knife” (with elbow rather than flat)

Preferred brushes, preferably synthetic, flat or filbert, various sizes including a 2cm wide

|-2 canvas or MDF boards in A5, A4 or A3

An old shirt or apron

Acrylic paint for underpainting: a tube of a dark earth colour i.e. Bumnt Sienna, Bumt Umber, Raw Umber
Linseed oil (a small amount)

Oll paints: Essential

Note: cheaper products may not provide the strongest colour. For all colours buy the smallest quantity and pre-
packaged sets of colours are not advisable.
White (Titanium, Zinc or any other)
Burmt Umber

Alizarin Crimson

Ultramarine Blue

Cadmium Yellow (or hue)

Oil paints: Optional

e Cobalt Blue (hue)

e Cadmium Red (hue)

e Prussian Blue or Pthalo Blue

e Raw Umber
