e Paint: acrylics in a selection of colours: e.g. warm red (cadmium scarlet), warm yellow
(cadmium yellow), warm blue (uftramarine), cool red (crimson), cool yellow
(lemon yellow), cool blue (pthalo, cobalt or cerulean), yellow ochre (oxide), raw umber, black, white

e Appropriate painting mediums: gel, gloss or matt mediums for acrylics

e Brushes: hog hair - flat small (5mm), medium (10mm), large (20-30mm)

e Soft synthetic round brush (with a nice point, size 12

e Palette knife or spatula

e 2 x bulldog clips

e |ow tack masking tape

o [x A4 & Ix A3 (or thereabouts) canvas or canvas board

e Old shirt or apron
