• A RANGE of drawing media (e.g. pencils in a few different weights, a biro or ink writing pen/s, 
charcoal and/or graphite... variety is what we are aiming for). 

• A selection of acrylic paints (suggest plant-like colours such as light green, leaf green, lemon yellow, 
black, white, blue, and a vibrant colour or two such as magenta, violet, orange, or red) 

• A few paintbrushes including a medium and a small, round, pointed brush and a 3-5cm wide flat 
brush 

• A drinking straw 
• A3 or A2 sketchpad or good quality drawing paper 
• Some good quality wet strength/watercolour paper (suggest an A3 mixed media pad that can be 

cut into smaller sizes if necessary. 300gsm) 
• Low tack lilac-coloured masking tape
