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E-Safety Policy

Children - are asked not to bring mobile devices capable of recording or accessing the internet to forest school. 
These include wearable technology and cameras.

Should children need to bring their devices to Forest School they will be asked to put them in a box until the end of the session.

We understand that some parents like the comfort of knowing their children can contact them and should this be the case children can ask the forest school leader to contact their parent. If they need to use their device it can be removed from the box, used in a safe area away from the group and then returned to the box until the end of the session.

Staff and Volunteers
Staff and volunteers are to leave their devices in their bags unless needed for an emergency. They are not to take photos or videos at sessions unless asked to on behalf of Marston Vale Forest School. All photos to be deleted once uploaded to Marston Vale Forest School. Marston Vale Forest School will ask for permission to post photos on social media.

Parents
Parents can take photos of their own children at sessions but no other children unless permission is gained from the participants’ parent/carer.
