
Workshop Guidelines

Access

• The workshop is only accessible to students who are enrolled on a course. A student is
only considered enrolled once their course fees have been paid.

• You must be 18 or over to access the workshop unless otherwise stated in the course
details.

• Be respectful of class start and end times. The workshop opens 10 minutes prior to
the start of your class.

• Don't interrupt students who are soldering, using the drill or any other equipment that 
could create a safety concern if the operator is distracted.
